The Journey is essential

The Function/Role Famine

war, natural disasters, crop failure, population imbalance.

Note: No Stranger to danger: Reoccurrence. The famine has
happened before

In his fight for social justice: John Lewis talks about "Good Trouble”

This is not your first walk on the wild side with trouble. Your environment nor
conditions can prevent you from the territory that God has for you.

Territory Victory Involves more than You

We look at situations, God looks at generation.

Taking territory involves you understanding that territorial advancement is
bigger than just you.

It involves people who needed you to be in a better place in life. In addition,
to territorial victory builds a platform to advance God’s kingdom.

Taking territory provides an inheritance/legacy (Financially and spiritually) for
those who come after you.



Territorial Victory puts you in a position to be a blessing.

God Moves Generationally: God Divine Strategy.

God has a plan to Moves you for your descendant

God move generationally. We pray to God about situation, when god has a
plan that generationally.

We are disappointed about our situation, when will use it to move
generationally.

God will use your situation to help move your generation into the place where
he wants it to go.

Territory Victory involves Cause and Effect

The Cause: The Famine

The Effect: The Journey

Often The famine causes the journey. The famine is the catalysis that cause
the journey. God will allow famine, to pack your tent.

To move you to the next dimension. Not just famine for food, but opportunity,
health, peace....

When God does not move in the place, we want him to. He will allow famine
to occur.

God’s Permission: Protection and Provision

Sowing: Heart and Purpose

Most Christian know about sowing the word (spiritual growth)

But spend little or no time investing into their life to arrive at where they
desire to be in life. (Personal growth)

Soil has to do with:

Your heart

Your position (the current place, what's in your hand, your potential, the
possibilities of what could happen....)

You must make an investment to achieve territory victory.

Isaac sowed seed (made an investment) in the land.

It's going to cost you something to take territory.

We shout about the harvest, but we forget about what it will cost us.
“The Seed”.



Sowing to the heart

Most Christian know about the soil of the heart

Mark 4:14 -20 Spiritual Growth and Wellbeing (sowing the Word in
your heart (spirit)

14 The sower sows the word.

15 And these are the ones along the path, where the word is sown: when they
hear, Satan immediately comes and takes away the word that is sown in
them.

16 And these are the ones sown on rocky ground: the ones who, when they
hear the word, immediately receive it with joy.

17 And they have no root in themselves, but endure for a while; then, when
tribulation or persecution arises on account of the word, immediately they fall
away
18 And others are the ones sown among thorns. They are those who hear the
word,

19 but the cares of the world and the deceitfulness of riches and the desires
for other things enter in and choke the word, and it proves unfruitful.

20 But those that were sown on the good soil are the ones who hear the word
and accept it and bear fruit, thirtyfold and sixtyfold and a hundredfold.”

Matthew 25: 14-15, 25-30

14 For the kingdom of heaven is as a man travelling into a far country, who
called his own servants, and delivered unto them his goods.

15 And unto one he gave five talents, to another two, and to another one; to
every man according to his several ability; and straightway took his journey.

25 And I was afraid, and went and hid thy talent in the earth: lo, there thou
hast that is thine.

26 His lord answered and said unto him, Thou wicked and slothful servant,
thou knewest that I reap where I sowed not, and gather where I have not
strawed:

27 Thou oughtest therefore to have put my money to the exchangers, and
then at my coming I should have received mine own with usury.

Even if where God leads does not look appealing. The soil can be depleted of
what it takes to seemly experience victory or the results you are looking for.
Remember, Its God part is to bless (provide the provisions, the supernatural
ingredients despite the soil’s condition), your part is to invest the seed (what
He put in you, or given you).

The Harvest will cost you something
People what to shout about the harvest but overlook it's going to cost you
something. You must sow.

Conditions Control: The Roadblock to Sowing
Note: In Genesis 26:12 The Land Gerar (was not good land/soil, seemly not
prime property, not a good place to invest)

Genesis 26: 12
12 Then Isaac sowed in that land, and received in the same year an
hundredfold: and the Lord blessed him.

To experience Territory Victory our sowing can’t be dictated by conditions

Ecclesiastes 11:4-6

He who observes the wind will not sow,

And he who regards the clouds will not reap.

5 As you do not know what /s the way of the [@wind,

Or how the bones grow in the womb of her who is with child,
So you do not know the works of God who makes everything.
6 In the morning sow your seed,

And in the evening do not withhold your hand;

For you do not know which will prosper,
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Either this or that,

Or whether both alike will be good.

3. Maximize their income by increasing their salary from their job or the
profit of their business
